
Chunky-Paca Scarf

Materials:
400-500 yards of chunky yarn of your choice (yardage depends on the length desired).  I used 4 skeins of Misti Baby Alpaca Chunky in scarlet (color #2050).  One ball of Cascade Bobble in Trafford (color #215), optional. 

Needle Size:
U.S. 10
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Start by casting on 28 stitches with Bobble as carry-along and knit for 5 rows while slipping the last stitch of each row knit-wise with your yarn in the front of your work (switch your yarn from the back of your work to the front of your work before slipping the last stitch knit-wise). Knit one more row just with Misti Baby Alpaca Chunky (w/o Bobble as a carry-along).  Continue to slip the last stitch of each row as noted above through out the whole scarf (please note, this makes for a nicely finished look for your edges though your first couple of stitches for the next row may feel a bit tight).

Row 7 – Start row by knitting three stitches and continue with a [K2P2] (knit two purl two), then repeat [] to the last three stitches of the row (you will end with a K2).  Knit two stitches and slip the last stitch as noted above.
Row 8 – Start row by knitting three stitches and continue with a [P2K2] (purl two and knit two), then repeat [] to the last three stitches of the row (you will end with a P2).  Knit two stitches and slip the last stitch.

Row 9 – Start row by knitting three stitches and continue with a [P2K2] then repeat [] to the last three stitches of the row (you will end with a P2).  Knit two stitches and slip the last stitch.
Row 10 – Start row by knitting three stitches and continue with a [K2P2] then repeat [] to the last three stitches of the row (you will end with a P2).  Knit two stitches and slip the last stitch.

Repeat rows 7-10 until your scarf is at length desired.  Knit one row across.  On the next row pick up Bobble as your carry-along and knit 4 more rows and cast of on the 5th row.  Please note, if you would like to you can simply skip Bobble and work with Misti Baby Alpaca alone.
Corkscrew Fringes
Cast on 34-50 stitches (keep stitch count even), very loosely or use one size larger needle for the cast on.  Knit the first row with your regular size needles.  Cast off next row purl-wise.  You will get a little corkscrew fringe.  Make enough of these (10-15 fringes for each end) in various lengths and block and dry them while twisting around a pen/pencil to give them an extra curly look.  Don’t be afraid to play with the length or the twist while the fringes are wet.
Block scarf and sew on fringes on both ends.  You now have a corky and very soft scarf!
